It is very important to winterize your shower unit in the Autumn/early Winter prior to any chance of frost.

Make sure:
the faucet/valve is open or removed
the shower is drained of all water
the water supply going to the shower unit is turned off
the shower head, hand shower, other accessories are removed and stored

This will avoid damage caused from water freezing in the shower unit or pipes. Covering with plastic will not prevent
freezing but will help to retain its luster and keep debris out of the openings.

In terms of maintenance, DO NOT use any chemical substances and certainly no abrasive cleaners or metal brushes on
the stainless steel. The surfaces can be cleaned with WD-40 or stainless steel cleaner to remove water spots and pro-
tect the finish.

Any small spots that appear are not rust, but simply staining due to surface contamination or lead in the water. Stainless
steel does not rust.

The 10 year warranty includes replacement or repair of defective parts and an unconditional guarantee against manufac-
turing defects. Any shipping fees associated with the return or replacement of merchandise covered by this warranty will
be incurred by Outdoor Shower Company, LLC . We reserve the right to determine if damage to a unit or any parts
is the direct cause of not complying with manufacturer’s guidelines. Special Order non-stock items are NOT
returnable.
